Town of Victoria Park awarded grant to put lid on litter

The Town of Victoria Park has secured funding for its illegal dumping reduction project through
Western Australia’s Keep Australia Beautiful Council grant scheme.

KABC chair Mel Hay said the town was among 14 organisations that shared $70,000 provided
through the 2007/2008 round of KAB'’s Litter Prevention Grant funding.

“The Town of Victoria Park received $5,000 to support a campaign which included developing
information packs for landlords and strata managers and anti-litter advertisements for residents.
Information outlined how to remove unwanted items and how to report illegal dumping,” Mr Hay
said.

“lllegal dumping is a huge problem and the Town of Victoria Park developed a good model that
will be useful for other councils too.

“The town engaged stakeholders in the planning and delivery of this program, incorporated
mechanisms to evaluate its litter reduction outcomes and contributed its own resources towards
the project.”

Mr Hay said local area or local government projects could secure up to $5000 while major or
regional initiatives were eligible for $10,000 grants.
The next round of applications will be accepted in August 2008.

All projects which received funding in this round of grants must be completed and reported on
by December 2008.
