DEC licence amendment flow chart

DEC initiates amendment process.

Draft Environmental Assessment Report (EAR) and proposed
licence amendments (revised condition set) are prepared.

Draft EAR and proposed licence amendments
undergo quality assurance.

DEC advertises the intent to amend the licence. The draft EAR and proposed licence
amendments are published and sent to stakeholders with an invitation to provide comment
within 21 days. A 21-day letter is sent to the proponent with the draft EAR and conditions
attached for comment.
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Submissions are considered by DEC. The draft EAR and
amendments are adjusted accordingly.

Licence is sent for signing.
Issued instrument is advertised.
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Applicant receives signed licence and the EAR is posted.
A 21-day appeal submission period begins.

Appeal submitted by third party.
Amended conditions have effect.

Appeal submitted by licencee.
Amended conditions do not have effect until
appeals decision is made.

Minister makes decision on appeal and
directs DEC accordingly.
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DEC implements the Minister's decision and,
if necessary, amends licence and EAR.
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
